Your social security number is required so that a
Criminal History Background Check may be done. By obtaining this criminal
history information, the Osceola School District can more effectively screen out those
volunteers who are not suitable for contact with children.

Previously registered volunteers will be required to update their application each
school year. Enter your social security number and date of birth then click the “Log
In” button. Your previous application will be loaded and you can update it to be
RE-APPROVED for the current school year. You may log in with your social
security number and date of birth or your previously established User Name and
Password to update any changes necessary.

Upon application/re-application each volunteer is required to attend a Volunteer
